HUNTERSTON TREASURES

Our clan seat, Hunterston, is well venerated for
its treasures. Hunterston Castle, along with its walled
garden, and Hunterston House come readily to mind,
not to mention the land itself, of which the Hunters of
Hunterston have been faithful stewards, through thick
and thin, for now more than 900 years. The priceless
Hunterston Brooch laid hidden for centuries at the foot
of Hawking Craigs, where it had rested undisturbed until
it was happened upon, in almost Tolkienian fashion, by
an estate worker in 1830. Then there's the Royal Charter
of 1374, with the wax seal of King Robert Il still affixed,
granting the lands of Ardneil to 10th Laird William Hunter,
Even the castle and house themselves serve as large
treasure chests. The paneled library of Hunterston House
alone is enough to make even the most discriminating
bibliophile weak in the knees. A number of architectural
elements, most notably the large stone well in the firth-
facing facade of the house, were “liberated” from the
continent by the 27th Laird, General Sir Aylmer Hunter-
Weston. Oddly, it is this 27th Laird who in a sense became
himself one of the treasures contained within Hunterston
House.

General Sir Aylmer Hunter-Weston was born in 1864
and enjoyed a distinguished military and political career.
He served as an officer in the Second Boer War and

commanded forces in the First World War, including the
Vill Corps at the Battle of the Somme. He was made
Knight Commander of the Most Honorable Order of Bath
and a Knight of Grace of the Most Venerable Order of the
Hospital of St John of Jerusalem (two of Great Britain’s,
indeed the world’s, most exalted chivalric orders) and was
awarded the Distinguished Service Order. After retiring
from military service to his ancestral home, “The General”
{as he's still affectionately known to his descendents)
resumed his duties as The Hunter of Hunterston and of
that llk (he succeeded as Laird in 1911) and served as
Member of Parliament for Bute and Northern Ayrshire for
17 years.

So how did he become a treasure? While researching
The General and his exploits, | came across a copy of a
portrait of him which was immediately familiar. | recalled
seeing the original in which The General, dashing in his
military regalia, seems to be peering disdainfully down
his aquiline nose from within the borders of his gilt frame
perched on the oak-wainscoted walls of the dining room
at Hunterston House. His heavy Edwardian mustache
partially obscures his stern lips. (Anyone who's had the
opportunity to see this portrait for himself will agree that
The General's striking visage and demeanor isn’t easily
forgettable.) The material | was researching credited the

portrait to Philip Alexius de L&szl6. Curiosity aroused,
| searched Google and found a Wikipedia entry on the
artist, who, as it turns out, was a leading court portraitist
in the late 19th through the early 20th centuries. The
Hungarian-born artist travelled the continent capturing
the likenesses of dukes and duchesses, kings and queens,
emperors and empresses, and even a pope. In 1907, he
settled in Great Britain, where he continued his tradition of
painting notables, including, in 1925, a youthful Elizabeth
Bowes-Lyons while she was still Duchess of York before
eventually becoming Queen Elizabeth the Queen Mother
(the portrait now belongs to the Royal Collection), and
her daughter Princess Elizabeth of York (now Her Majesty
Queen Elizabeth 1) at age seven.

It was during his English period, probably in the
1930s, that Laszl6 painted The General and his wife,
Lady Grace Hunter-Weston (née Strang-Steel). My
research of the artist led to the discovery of The de
Laszlé Archive Trust, founded by Mr Damon de Lészlé,
the artist’'s grandson. In short, the trust functions to
further interest in and accommodate scholarly research
of the artist and his works. In addition to its collaboration
with the National Portrait Gallery (London), much of the
trust’s efforts go towards maintaining and updating the
Catalogue Raisonné, which endeavors to document and
digitally capture all of the artist's extant works, A large

part of that effort involves tracking down and accounting
for all of the artist’'s “missing” works and adding them
to the catalogue. Aiding in this task, the trust maintains
an excellent Web site. On my first visit to this site, |
decided to venture a search in the Missing Portraits
section. After clicking through to page three of the “H”"
section, | blinked several times when my eyes came to
rest on the portrait of our General—the very one hanging
in the dining room at Hunterston. Moreover, right next
to him was the strikingly beautiful image of Lady Grace,
the original of which | also recalled hanging beside her
husband in the dining room.

| immediately contacted the coordinating editor,
Alice Whitehead, at the trust’s headquarters in London’s
Chelsea neighborhood and told her that | was fairly
certain | could vouch for the whereabouts of the two
“missing” portraits. Alice was delighted to learn that the
missing works were not only accounted for, but still in
the family. She graciously and patiently accommodated
my desire to gain the blessing of our clan chief before
pursuing the matter any further. Encouraged, | contacted
Madam Pauline, who enthusiastically supported having
the portraits included in the Catalogue Raisonné.

The moral of the story: Keep climbing the family tree
and going out on limbs. You never know what treasures

you'll discover from such a vantage point.

HOMECOMING SCOTLAND 2009

Homecoming Scotland 2009 was a year-long
celebration of the 250th anniversary of Robert Burns’
birth. The celebration began on Burns Night, January 25,
and ended on St. Andrews Day, November 30. During
this period, over 400 events took place throughout
Scotland. Two important purposes of these events were
to promote pride in Scots living in Scotland and abroad
and celebrate the many important contributions Scotland
has made to the world.

The flagship event during the year of homecoming
was ‘The Gathering’ in Edinburgh, which provided
people from 25 countries an opportunity to celebrate
their Scottish heritage and experience its traditions.
One event of ‘The Gathering’ was the largest highland
games to have ever been held in Scotland. The setting
for the games was 650-acre Holyrood Park located on
the grounds of Holyrood Palace. The 47,000 people
in attendance enjoyed World Highland Games Heavy
Athletic Championships, dancing, music (including pipe
bands), arts, crafts, genealogy, storytelling, food, textile
exhibits and many more activities.

There were at least 125 clans with 85 clan chiefs,
including Madam Pauline Hunter of Hunterston, in
attendance. A clan village of large white tents was



located in one section of the park. The Clan Hunter tent,
hosted by Hunter Clan UK, was beautifully decorated,
and everyone was made to feel welcome. It provided
Hunter Clan members a place to share our proud heritage,
meet with old acquaintances and make new friends.

The most exciting event of ‘The Gathering’ was
the clan parade which began at Holyrood Palace and
continued up the Royal Mile to Edinburgh Castle. More
than 8,000 people, including a large contingent of
Hunters led by our clan chief, Madam Pauline Hunter,
marched with pride. Spectators enjoyed watching from
balconies and windows, and the sidelines were packed
with people including an impressive number of Hunters
who demonstrated pride by enthusiastically cheering us
on as we passed. Many marchers said that the parade
was the most exciting event in which they had ever
participated.

At the end of the march, a performance, “Aisling’s
Children; Tales of The Homecoming” was presented
on the esplanade of Edinburgh Castle for those who
participated in the march. “Aisling’s Children” is a story
about events that shaped the history of Scotland as
envisioned by Aisling MacLean. Through the experiences
of six generations of her descendants, she tells the story
of the clan’s role in shaping Scotland’s history, the
important contributions Scots have made to the world,
and the events that forced many Scottish people to leave
their homes for foreign lands. It is a story of the unity
of Scots throughout the world and why “Homecoming
Scotland” was celebrated by so many.

THE HUNTERS IN OHIO

On the weekend of June 25-26, 2010, the banner of
Clan Hunter was again raised at the Ohio Scottish Games
in Wellington, Ohio. For the sixth year, we erected
the Hunter tent among the 35 other Clans that were
represented. In most years, we are situated next to Clan
Morehead at our request, in respect of our Clans® historic
relationship, however this year it did not work out. As
is usual, the walls of the tent were lined with historic
facts about Clan Hunter and Hunterston, and a table with
information. In addition, we had our “Clan sheep”, a small

stuffed lamb wearing a swatch of Hunter tartan, and a
stamp with the clan crest, to stamp the “passports” of
visiting children. Both the sheep and the passports are
parts of a children’'s contest.

As part of the opening evening Calling of the Clans
ceremonies, a member of each of the participating Clans is
given a lighted torch, and when the Master of Ceremonies
asks: “Is Clan here?”, the Clansman calls out his
Clan motto, announces that the Clan IS present, runs
onto the field, and gets in line. | proudly represented
Clan Hunter,called out a loud “Cursum Perficio”, and
announced our presence. | was so proud to do it that |
had chills down my spine ! Then the lit torches formed an
arch for the audience to go to the ceilidh. It was a great
evening.

The Saturday opening ceremony found Clan Hunter
marching behind a large banner we had made. Earlier
that morning, the Games put on a “kilted mile race”,
where each clan was invited to have a runner, in kilt,
run 2 laps of the Fairgrounds track. This year, a cousin,
Matt Byrne, who runs charity races all the time, and is an
experienced runner, borrowed one of my kilts (he doesn’t
have one), and ran, representing our Clan. As Matt's
waist size is 32, and mine is 40, there was concern that
safety pins wouldn’t guarantee that he wouldn't lose the
kilt halfway thru the race and reveal the "auld Scottish
secret” (I1), we had a seamstress do a more “professional
“ job of adjusting the size. Anyway, Matt won against a
very strong field, and Clan Hunter was awarded the cup
from Clan Murray. We are planning on having a banner
made for next year’'s tent to brag on the fact (and win
again)!

As part of my love of our heritage, | began playing
the bagpipes about 8 years ago. | played with the county
sheriffs pipes and drums in parades, safety forces
funerals and other civic ceremonies. Unfortunately, due
to asthma, my playing has been very limited of late,
though | do play as often as | am able.

All in all, we were able to educate many people
about our Clan, and make contact with several Hunters.
My 86-yr-old mother, Mabel Brest nee Hunter flew in
from Arizona for the event, and we all had lots of fun
representing our Clan. We look forward to doing it all
next year,

BORN FIGHTING
How the Scots-Irish Shaped America
James Webb

James Webb, Scots-Irishman, and former Secretary
of the Navy, has written a book that every member of
the Hunter Clan should read. It is the story of the Scots-
Irish, a people whose lives were filled with resistance,
conflict, and struggle. They profoundly influenced the
social, political, and cultural landscape of America.

Clan Hunter and more than 27 million Americans can
trace their lineage to the Scots. James Webb traces the
history of the Scots-Irish, beginning nearly two thousand
years ago at Hadrian’s Wall, when the nation of Scotland
was formed north of the wall. He recounts the clashes
with the English in Scotland and then later in England’s
Northern Ireland Ulster Plantation,

“Between 250,000 and 400, 000 Scots-Irish migrated
to America in the eighteenth century, traveling in groups of
families and bringing with them not only long experience
as rebels and outcasts but also unparalleled skills as
frontiersmen and guerilla fighters. Their cultural identity
reflected acute individualism, dislike of aristocracy and a
military tradition, and over time, the Scots-Irish defined
the attitudes and values of the military, of working class
America, and even of the peculiarly populist form of
American democracy itself.”

“Born Fighting shows that the Scots-lrish were 40
percent of the Revolutionary War army; they included the
pioneers Daniel Boone, Lewis and Clark, Davy Crockett,
and Sam Houston; they were the writers Edgar Allan Poe
and Mark Twain; and they have given America numerous
great military leaders, including Stonewall Jackson,
Ulysses S. Grant, Audie Murphy, and George S. Patton,
as well as most of the soldiers of the Confederacy. It
illustrates how the Scots-Irish redefined American
politics, creating the populist movement and giving the
country a8 dozen presidents, including Andrew Jackson,
Teddy Roosevelt, Woodrow Wilson, Ronald Reagan, and
Bill Clinton. And it explores how the Scots-Irish culture
of isolation, hard luck, stubbornness, and mistrust of
the nation's elite formed and still dominates blue-collar
America, the military services, the Bible Belt, and country
music. Both a distinguished work of cultural history
and a human drama that speaks straight to the heart
of contemporary America, Born Fighting reintroduces
America to its most powerful, patriotic, and individualistic
cultural group--one too often ignored or taken for granted.”

“Scots” are people whose roots go back to Scotland.)

NAN & GEORGE HUNTER

Annie (Nan) was born to Agnes & John Lindsay on
May 10, 1915, in Glasgow, Scotland. She graduated
from high school and went to work as a tailor's presser,
She loved to sing and was in the church choir. She also
loved to go to the local dance hall and was a terrific
dancer. Her dream was to dance a tango with Caesar
Romero. She left her work as a presser after falling in
love with and marrying George Hunter,

George was born in Glasgow to Sarah & George
Hunter on November 29, 1913. He had several odd jobs
while in school, where all the boys learned to do various
kinds of jobs. One of these was learning to arrange
flowers in his uncle’s florist . He became a conductor-
driver on the trams after graduating. He and Nan had
three children, George, John, and Agnes.

5 months after Agnes was born, George's British
Army regiment shipped out to India to serve in WWII. His
family remained in Glasgow and survived the frequent air
raids and bombings. Nan refused to take her children to
the air raid shelters, declaring them dirty and afraid they
would be hurt on the way to them. She had faith and felt
that if it was time to die, she wanted to die in the comfort
of her own home. George was honorably discharged,
and he and his medals returned safely to Glasgow.

In 1949, after much persuasion from Nan's oldest
brother in New York, they decided to come to the States
to look for better work. They were scheduled to sail on
one of the "Queens”, but it had engine trouble and was
delayed. The family moved into Granny Lindsay's wee
“But and Ben.” Agnes had to have emergency surgery to
remove a life-threatening mastoid near her brain. Finally
when asked if they were willing to sail on a displaced-
persons ship, they replied, “Yes!”

The Hunters traveled to England by train and sailed
along with several other Scots families as well as families
from other countries. Women, girls and small children
were bunked on one side of the ship, while men and boys
slept on the other. During the day they were allowed to
be together. After dinner and before the nightly movie,
Nan got all the Scots together for singing and dancing.
Many were apprehensive about the new adventure, and
this helped relieve tension. After a while folks from other
countries were heard joining in the sing fest in their own
languages. Thanks to Nan, it was one big happy family
by the time the ship arrived in New York Harbor.

One day Agnes heard her Mom say that “Rabbie”
was on board! She was determined to see her idol and
dragged Nan over to point him out. When Nan pointed
to the man, Agnes said, “That’s not Rabbie Burns!” Her
mom laughingly said, “No, that’s a Jewish Rabbi!* Upon
landing on Ellis Island, a photographer wanted to take
young George and John's picture in their kilts. Agnes



from one of them, they moved to be close to some of
their friends.

After moving to the new apartment, Nan went to the
butcher one day to buy some “mince.” The butcher said
he didn’t know what that was. Nan pointed to the ground
meat and asked what that was and how it got that way.
The man replied that they put it through the mincer. From
then on, mince was available to the Hunters!

Agnes encountered some difficulty with the language
as well. A school friend was visiting with her one day
wearing the “cool” clothes of the 1950's - rollers &
a scarf in her hair, her dad's long-sleeved white shirt,
jeans and sneakers. When Nan saw her, she told her
she looked like a “wee tramp.” The girl stormed out of
the apartment with Agnes right behind asking what was
the matter. Her friend asked her if she knew what tramp
meant, to which Agnes replied, “Yes, a hobo.” The other
teen told her that in America it meant quite something
else! They reconciled, but Agnes asked her Mum if they
spoke English, to which Nan replied, “Yes, we speak the
king's English, but what these people here speak, it's a
wonder we can understand them!”

The family joined a Presbyterian church with a
Scottish minister who happened to be a cousin of the
actor, Charles Laughton. There were many Scots in
the congregation, one of whom was Ron Dauphinee,
who became Agnes’' husband and whose family was
from Nova Scotia (New Scotland). They married, had
3 children and moved quite a bit, finally landing in the
Birmingham, AL area. In 1991 George & Nan moved into
the Dauphnee’s renovated basement and made it home
until their deaths. George passed away in 2005 just shy
of his 92nd birthday & their 70th anniversary, and Nan
followed him this June at age 95. They lived long, happy
lives and were proud of their descendants, and most
especially proud to be Scottish!
