In Cronu Salutis Spero

As an immigrant Noble James Hunter left his native Scotland circa, Eighteen fifty-three to fifty-seven for
Rockton, Ontario Canada. He with his Wife Jean Wilson, and two children William and Elizabeth, set out to
brave the new world, and build a better future, than they would have had in Musselburgh. Sadly, this was not
to be.

However, it would appear that no sooner was the family in Canada, when they crossed over into America.
This must have been prior to the civil war of eighteen sixty-one to sixty-five. Noble enlisted into the United
States Army on August seventh eighteen sixty-two, signing on for three years

At enrolment he [Noble] was registered as thirty four years of age, and five feet; five inches tall; with grey
eyes and black hair, and by profession a farmer. With his physical stature, and being a land worker; Noble
would have been our typical Scots la’lander. As if to carry on a family trait, seventy-two years later .My own
Father, on enlistment into the British Army, age seventeen years, in nineteen thirty four. Was himself
registered as five feet four and a half inches. Yet another la” lands Hunter.

The Scotsman was posted as private, to company B of the Twenty-Second Regiment of the Michigan Infantry,
this under the command of Captain John Atkinson.

The wages paid to him, like that of any other Army was not worth the fighting for; far less than dying for it.
Fifty-nine Dollars and thirty-nine cents, much of this paid

“In kind™ in the form of clothing and such like. A bounty of twenty-fife dollars on enlistment, and for
Elizabeth, twelve dollars per annum Widows' pension payable from eighteen eighty-seven to nineteen zero-
five.

Assembled at Pontiac, the twenty-second was made up of Soldiers from Qakland, Livingstone, Macomb,
St.Clair, Lapeer, and Sanilac counties. On September fourth eighteen sixty-two, the regiment left Pontiac; for
Kentucky, via, Cincinnati. At this time the Regiment was offered a flag, this Standard was bravely presented
to the face of the Confederate troops at the battle of Chicamauga nineteenth of September eighteen sixty-
three. The fight was joined by Company B on the twentieth of September, the second day of the battle. Three
Colour Bearers lost their lives and several more were wounded. With nearly the entire Regiment, killed, or
wounded or taken as prisoners the day had not gone well for the Twenty-Second.

Colonel Le Favour, one of the Officers, described the Battle of Chicamauga in which Noble Hunter died:
“The second charge, the Rebels drove the Brigade to the bottom of the hill”. It was reformed, marched up and
again took the crest. The regiment was out of ammunition and word was sent to General Whittaker to that
effect. “You must use your steel” was the reply. The regiment rushed forward with fixed bayonets and empty
muskets, under a most terrific fire of grape and musketry .Received the counter charge of the enemy, repulsed
and drove them at every point.

Cartridges all gone, “you must use your bayonets” were the order to the twenty-second. The enemy again
furiously advance .The sun has gone down on that bloody field; in the twilight its’ difficult to distinguish
friend from foe. The twenty-second goes forward again with fixed bayonets and empty muskets: meets the
confederate charge drives him at every point. An order comes to fall back, tis’ too late: the regiment is closed
in on both flanks, cut off and darkness finds nearly all the living in the hands of the enemy, the dead on the

field s s

Noble James Hunter was captured, after being shot in the Battle of Chicamauga ,on September nineteenth
eighteen sixty-three. He was wounded badly, and exchanged by the Confederates sometime around,
September twenty-ninth, and October second eighteen sixty-three .Chicamauga is near Chattanooga,
Tennessee. He died in the post hospital on October the eighth eighteen sixty-three. According to Capt.
Atkinson., he died Aug [Oct] eighth eighteen sixty-three of wounds received at the Battle of Chicamauga
September twentieth eighteen sixty-three. He was wounded by a Minnie ball through the breast and right arm.
He was left on the field and captured by the enemy ..... He was exchanged under a flag of truce by the
Confederates.
